k This Pinot Noir is comprised of 85% Pinot Noir from vines at the Russel Estate Vineyard and 15% Pinot Noir from the
Santa Lucia Highlands. The Russel Estate, set in the Monterey County Pastures of Heaven, is comprised of rich adobe
soil and features a calcareous clay topsoil with an array of limestone rich clay soil through the vineyard. The portion
coming from the Santa Lucia Hig?llands adds a layer of depth, complexity, anci, to a nice long finish. The fruit was hand
harvested in the late night of September 27th and brought in the winery to allow or winemaking team to process the
fruit at ideal temperature.
